b. Intend to participate in further education towards professional certification. OR
c. For a grant for equipment, a student must intend to find employment in his trade,
including as an apprentice, journeyman or a principal in his own enterprise.

Student must show a strong history of, and potential for continuing, community service.

Three letters of recommendation. Ask prospective letter writers promptly, other students are
asking too.

Transcripts from both your schools. Your guidance counselor will help you — if you ask.
